Dollars and some good financial sense are why the Rotary year
starts 1 July — at least that's what the RI auditors said, according
to 1912-13 RI President Glenn C. Mead’s report in the September
1913 issue of The Rotarian.

The auditors found that the organization’s affairs had been
managed “honestly and carefully.” Still, RI was growing and had
recently become an international organization, and its needs were
changing.

The secretary and treasurer needed more time to prepare,
audit, and check the organization’s financial statements by the
end of the calendar year. The auditors recommended that the
organization close its financial books for the year on 30 June,
which was after the RI Convention. The Board of Directors
agreed, and ever since, the Rotary year has begun on 1 July.




Quest to Heal Iragi Boy Became a Final Mission

HILL A, Irag -- Hours bebre getting
killed the wg he aed mostCapt.Brian
S. Freeman loked up and smiled when
Abu Ali dropped ly his offce

After nealy six maths of avercam-
ing financial and bwgaucatic hudles in a
war one Freeman told the rbgi man,
there were piomising signs that a pair of
U.S visas -- the last big step iretfing
Abu Ali's 11-year-old so to the United
States or lifesaving hearsurgery --
would be issued soo

The Iragi was speddess.He asked
an intepreter to expess his gtitude to
the tal American soldier who hé made
saving the laild's life an unoftial mis
sion. Then he puled out his amen,
swung his an aound Feeman's load
shoulders and posedrf three photo-
graphs.

Hours latershottly bebre sunset Jan.
20, amed men in GMC tucks stomed
into the govemment building in Karbala,
in southen Irag.They killed an Anerican
soldier handcufed Feeman and thee
other US soldiershauled them into the
vehides and dvwe off Freeman and the
other abducted soldierseve later slain ¥
the attakers.

Freeman31, a West Rint graduate
and Amy Resevist, left his young wie
and tvo todders inTemeculaCalif., last
spling to deply to Iraq.

He was unenthusiastic about the war
but once his unibrm was o, friends said,
Freeman emb&ed a1 his missio with
the optimism and stamina that deéd
him.

"Most of us hee understand the pol
itics of way" said CaptMatthew Lawton,
one of Feeman's lose fiends in ftaqg.
"Brian didn't realy agee with the warl
think. But he understoodgoing to West
Point, going to the militay -- that was the
right thing to da"

The local police bief puled Freeman
aside oe dg in late April and told him
about the ailing bp

The secad of five dildren, Ali
Abdulameer was borwith a debilitating
heat condition that gredualy resticted
his blood flav. Barring surgpry, his father
said, the bg/'s dances of making it to
adulthood were slim. Physicians in
Karbala and Baghdhoffered bleak pog

noses.

"Baghda doctors akays gae me
promises, but nothing eer happened,"”
Abu Ali said.

After heamg about the ase
Freeman gt online and yped the verds
"Iragi kids heat surgery” into the Google
seach quer. The name of adllow civil
affairs soldier he didn't ko popped up
He sent her a note askingrfhelp

Staff Sgt.Marikay Satryangan Atmy
Resevist from Tarrytown, N.Y., had
becane sanething of an expeiin cutting
through ed tape to gt Iragi children
abwoad for citical medial are. Sationed
at the US Embassy in Anman,Jodan,
Satryano wote bak outlining haw to get
the process stéed.

"Here's the hat pat: funding" she
wrote "We ae penniless her No budget,
no pot of @ld." As soldiersthey were
barred from soliciting mamey directly, she
explained."But we CAN make people
awae of this dild, SO if you knowv per
sms that ae inteested in saving this
child, the magic number is $8,000 USD
Yup. That'll do it."

Freeman spent the nexévi months
colecting medial recods and cnotacting
chaiity organiations.His wife,Charlotte,
helped outmaking @lls and sending e-
mails.

Freeman e-mailed thehaiman of
Gift of Life Intemational, a New York-
based noprofit organiation that ca-
nects lev-income dildren suféring from
seious hear ailments with top-notb
hospitalsCases that dginate in rag ae
amang the toughest theolindation tack-
les beause eands that a& canplicated
anywhee hae becme an odgsg in Irag.

Freeman hd to get Ali Abdulameer's
medial recods to doctors in w York
and appy for U.S visas at the e¢wsulate in
Amman. The lIragis hal to obtain nev
passpds with enhanced sedty featues
now requiled for visa appliants fom the
Middle East.And they hal to provide
documentatio to prove that the bild was
stable enoughof the 13-hour flight to
New York.

Gradualy, the pieces began mming
together Scneider Childen's Hospital
in New York ageed to peiorm the oper
ation at a educed ée and Gif of Life

Freeman sent a fluyrof e-mails egh
week to @t status epots and anser
guestims.He mailed medial recods,set
up appointments and helped with pass
port and visa eands.

Before heding to California for a
vacation in DecemberFreeman stopped
by the US. Embassy in Baghdhleft his
home thone number and persal e-mail
and asked the embassyiaéfls who hd
been taking the @se to keep him updat
ed.

He retumed to Karbala in Janugr
Near the end of the ek of Janl4, he
chedked in with Satryano He always was
positive and politeshe saidyut they both
worried that a poblem with the visa
appliation that might set them hak ses-
eral weekswhile Ali Abdulameer's audi-
tion deterorated.

"We hal been toubing base &l
week," S@itryano said."How's it gping,
how's it going?You know how bugs in the
summer el to eah other"

Freeman's time inrbg male him
reexamine what he wanted to do with his
life, fiends saidHe thought about ging
to graduate shool ater finishing his tour
and talked of staing a naprofit organk
zation to get Iragi children medial care
abioad. "Vets br Kids," they could all it,
he told a &llow soldier His eagmess to
help Ali Abdulameera bg/ he neer met,
was an efirt to make meaniniyl contri-
butions in a degastated counyr

"It may hawe stated with a pogram
we saw o DoctorsW ithout Borders," his
wife, Charlotte, said in a telelpone inter
view. "He was ery moved by the fat that
these people @nt to dangrous situatias
and helped outand their filosohy was
that's hav you let people aund the
world know there ae good people who
will help That was his visio."

On Jan20,Freeman wnt mline and
tried to get a nev case off the grund.He
had cane &ross the meda file of a cit-

ically ill girl younger than Ali
AbdulameerAgain, he set out to beat the
odds.

"These ag \ery poor and do not hav
a G-Series passpof Freeman wote in
an e-mail to a cttéague at the militar's
National Iragi Assistance Center in
Baghdal, referring to passpds with
enhanced secitly featues."A trip to
Baghdal might be out of their eah
financialy. If we ¢t dose to smething
happening a this,| can raise the moey."

That evening a goup of English-
speaking aned men waing what loded
like American military uniforms and
badges dowe up to the building in a o
voy of at least six GMC ticks.

The men stomed into the building
and detmated sound bwombs and
grenales.Freeman was in his @& and
didn't get to his veapm in time. He and
three of the soldiers whepoted to him
were abducted at gunpoint.

It was amaog his biggst ars.The
conventional wisdan amang soldiers hé
it that they'd sae their last buét for
themseles ather than fdlinto the hands
the enemy ali.

"We al talked about that," said Capt.

Henry Domeradi, one of Feeman'slose
friends in raqg."You knov what they do -
- cut off our heds,bum us."

The attakers dowe into neighboing

Babil province se/eral miles awa

"That is the hadest thing when |
think about Bian," Domeradi said."We
know that he was in theas with the cufé
on. We knav he was mying, asking God
to look atter his kids."

The gunmen abanded fve of the
vehides. Iraqi soldiers later dund the
bodies of wo soldiers handcgtl togeth-
er in the bak of one of the ehides.
Freeman's body was tedn the gound.
All three ha been fatdy shotThe fourth
soldier wasdund alie, but died en oute
to the hospital.

Abu Ali was notifed the bllowing
day by an intepreter who verked with
the soldierHe was cushed,but under
stood he needed to mauin silence

"l could not expess mgelf open},”
said Abu Ali,who asked that his fuhame
not be published out of ogen for his
sakty."If | were to expess mgelf openy
they'd knaw | deal with Americans and if
they knew | deal with Ameiicans thg'd
cal me a taitor."

Freeman's gup of dose fiends in
Iraq -- "The Dirty Dozen," they called
themseles -- were incasolable

"The first three dgs,all of us cred,"
Domeraci said."All of us cred for three
days."

The following night, Satryano was
working late She dopped ly the co-
sulate where the woman tadking the

pair's visas was $tit her desk.

"Actualy, that came in todg" the
consulate oftial told herreferiing to the
appoval notices.

Elated, Satryano alled her counter
part in Baghdal. Capt.L ance Carr sound
ed awful.She didn't understand.

"We lost a civil affairs soldjéhe told
her.

"I head," she espmded."Do you
know who it was?"

"Captain Feeman," he said.

"No way!" she said'This is his kid! |
just talked to him gsteday, like at 12."

He was oe of the god gug, she
thought to herself that nightwhy did
they haw to kil one of the god gug?

Fuel Growth

Accoding to a 2006 study of IRmembershig
data,membership aatinues to deline in exist
ing Rotaly dubs,while nev dubs ae pioviding
the foundation for growth. Today, the aerage
club has 40 memberdpwn from 45 members
as epotted an a 2002 demogphic study

The 2006 study conducted ly RI's
Membership Deelopment Divisian, found that
the most canmon dub siz is 20the minimum
requirment br chartering a nev dub. About
22% hae fewer than 20 membersnd 4% has
fewer than 11.

As existing tubs becme smdkr, the num
ber of nev dubs is inceasing — B 20%
between 1995 and 2005 — wthicis leaving
mary disticts with moe dubs but éwer mem
bers Although nev dubs expand the bedth of
Rotaly sevice this trend highlights the leal
lenges of etentian in existing tubs.

Chris Offer, chair of R’'s Membershif
Development Canmittee attributes ©anging
membership patters to seeral factors.One is
action by the Council o Legislatiom that liber
alized estictions a1 dub teritory and lavered
the number of membersquired to darter a
new dub to 20.Another fator is not making
membership alab priority.

“Many dubs simpy ae not giving membe
ship the attentia it requies.It is not easy td
recuit new members,Offer sgs.He points out
that nev dubs hae energ, enthusiasmand &
clear gal to ahieve in oder to darter.
“Membership ecuitment @nnot be a péodic
campaign;rather clubs nmust hae ative con-
mittees that vark on membership &the time”

the best tatic for every dub, Offer sgs.Having
a membership comittee that epots directly to
the boad “keeps membershimahe top of the
club's agnda’

Ambassadorial Scholarships

Applications for 2008-2009 Rotary Foundation Ambassadorial
Scholarships, designed to promote international understanding
and friendly relations among people of different countries and cul-
tures, are now available.

The Ambassadorial Scholarships are for full-time study abroad
for one academic year (usually nine months) at a recognized col-
lege or university selected by the student and approved by The
Rotary Foundation Trustees. The scholarship provides funding for
round trip transportation, tuition and fees, books, and room and
board, up to a maximum of $23,000. Both men and women may
apply. To be eligible, applicants must have completed at least two
years of university or college course work, or must have a second-
ary school education and have been employed in a recognized
vocation for at least two years by the time the scholarship begins.
Applicants must also be citizens of a country in which there are
Rotary clubs. Immediate relatives of Rotary members are not eligi-
ble for this scholarship.

Applications must be made through local clubs in either the
Rotary district where the student’s permanent home is located or
where they currently reside while attending a college or university.
Clubs in District 7370 are seeking interested applicants during
March, we will forward all eligible applications to the District
Scholarship Committee by April 15, 2007, with district interviews of
applicants scheduled to take place in May 2007.

The Rotary Ambassadorial Scholarships program is the world’s
largest privately sponsored international scholarship program.
Focused on humanitarian service, personal diplomacy, and aca-
demic excellence, the program has sponsored more than 30,000
Rotary scholars abroad since the program began in 1947.
